Blessing of the Plough — With the planting of crops commencing in the Valley we commence our Blessing
of Plough ceremonies. While ploughs are rarely used in modern farming it is good to acknowledge our
dependence upon God in all things and ask his blessing upon our 2026 planting season. On Sunday, 10
May at 10.00 a.m. there will be the first of these at St John in the Wilderness Church, The Dale. A
“pbring and share” lunch will follow in the hall. On Saturday, 16" May at 5.30 p.m. at St Faith’s Church,
Quairading, there will be the second service and finally at St Andrew’s Church, Greenhills on Sunday,
17t May at 10.30 a.m. After that service congregants will adjourn to White Gum Farm for lunch.

Ascension Day - This year, with the exception of Holy Trinity Church, York, Ascension Day will be celebrated
at the normal weekend service following Ascension Day.
