4. Do you think it was hard for them to accept this call?

5. What would have happened if they had decided not to accept the call?

Making It Personal
In many ways, we are similar to those fishermen and tax collectors. We are busy in our studies,
work or caring for people like our children, and often think our work is our highest priority.

6. What value does Jesus see in our work?

7. Does Jesus have a higher calling for us? What is that call?

8. How can we accept Jesus’ call to mission while still providing for our own needs and the
needs of our families?

In the beautiful book about the life of Jesus called The Desire of Ages, Ellen White observes:

Every true disciple is born into the kingdom of God as a missionary. The person who
drinks of the living water becomes a fountain of life. The person who receives becomes
a giver. The grace of Christ in the soul is like a spring in the desert, welling up to refresh
all, and making those who are ready to perish eager to drink of the water of life.!

10. Is there someone close to you that really needs the water of life?

Talking with the Master
