Poor transport connectivity was identified as
impacting particularly heavily on the well-being of
elderly people, creating challenges for them to
access specialist and other health services beyond
their immediate neighbourhoods. In this light,
dransport connectivitydwas discussed as a cross-
cutting issue in the East that directly impacts on
other outcomes, such as social inclusion and health.
The implementation of transport solutions, such as
extending the reach of services, was also discussed
as a way of addressing other priority outcomes.

The popular theme of @nvironmental sustainability®
resonated throughout the table discussions. The
Assembly prioritised increasing support for access to
renewable energy, recognising the opportunities that
flow from new technologies (such as solar storage
batteries) and community-led action (such as group
procurement of green energy).

Working closely with their communities, the Partnerships will identify opportunities for driving improved
social, economic and environmental outcomes and advise the government on actions that can make a real
difference to the liveability and prosperity of their metropolitan region.

The Partnerships will strengthen relationships and facilitate stronger collaboration across the three tiers of
government, businesses and communities. They will also enable the government to respond in a more
coordinated and targeted manner to deliver better outcomes for the community.

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The 2018 Eastern Assembly

On Wednesday 13 June 2018, 68 community members, businesses, councillors and mayors came together
to continue the conversation started in 2017 for the Eastern Metropolitan Region.

In its second year, the Eastern Assembly was a chance to report back to the community what happened to
their input from 2017 and how the Partnerships and Government have responded. It was also an opportunity
to further explore the priorities for the region and the advice the Partnership can give government about
improving the Eastern region.

The ways people could contribute to the conversation in 2018 included pre-engagement online, attending the
assembly in person, or online through live-streaming and answering questions on the Engage Victoria web-
site. Young people also had the opportunity to participate by attending a dedicated Youth Forum that was
held on 7 May 2018.
