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My submission to this review concerns the resolution of neighbour disputes. At present a party can request a resolution meeting with the disputing party and in the presence of a member of the Justice Department as a mediator. The second party may decide to accept or refuse to take up the offer of such a meeting.
 
My view is that if the offer is not taken up but if a further incident arises of a more serious nature, such as assault by the second party, then this party should be compelled to participate in such a mediation process.
