Stand Up Paddle Safety Rules
Hoe Aroha Whanau O Mauao and East Coast Paddler Mt Maunganui present Stand Up Paddle racing as part of the Mauao Ocean Hoe Series in which all paddlers must comply to all Safety Rules and Race Rules.

NOVICE/JUNIORS - Closed Water (Pilot Bay) 3km
· Leash attached to leg

· Juniors must wear a pfd

DISTANCE - Open Water (Ocean or Harbour Crossing) 10km
· Pfd

· Leash attached to leg

· Flare and/or whistle

Boards - Unlimited Class (12.6 & above)
· Length – no restriction

· Board weight – no restriction

· Board design – no restriction 
· Fins – allowed

· Rudders – allowed

· Foils – no foils allowed
Boards - 12.6 and under Class

· Length – 12.6 max length

· Weight – no restriction

· Fins – allowed

· Board design – open

· Rudder – not allowed

· Foils – not allowed
Stand Up Paddle Race Rules

Paddlers must:

· Register for the race and receive a race number on their arm
· Attend a race briefing and start at Hoe Aroha Waka ama club, Pilot Bay
· Le mans start – Beach start as directed by race director

· Stand for the duration of the course

· Return to standing position within 5 strokes if you fall

· Round buoys from the left side to avoid collisions
· be able to swim and be capable of self-rescue techniques in expected conditions and be dressed appropriately for the expected conditions
· have a degree of skill & fitness to finish the race in conditions that may be expected and be able to complete the course within the total time
· complete the race in standing position

· Exit water with board left at beach side and cross finish line with paddle in hand
· Not hassle at race finish or it will result in disqualification

Novice Course – 3km (Course will be provided on the day at race briefing)
· Option 1 Hoe Aroha Shed down to boat ramp, round first yellow buoy, to green buoy, straight back to port and back to beach.

· Option 2 Hoe Aroha shed straight out to Red marker and return, 2 times. 

Distance Race - 10km

· Option 1 – Pilot Bay to Motuotau 
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· Option 2 – Pilot Bay to Rangiwaea Return
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· Option 3 – Pilot Bay to Matakana Return
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The Race Director has the right during the course of the race to withdraw any paddler, if in his/her opinion, it is considered that the paddler is in danger or likely to be unable to complete the race. Race organizers will arrange official support boats, which will be marked with orange flags.
