Deferment is when your institution gives you permission to delay starting your course. Deferment is for a fixed
period, usually six months or one year. All deferments are granted subject to the course being offered the following
semester or following year. Some institutions will only let you defer in special circumstances.

How to Defer: When you receive an offer to enrol in a course, information included with your offer will explain how
to apply for deferment.
