Bookings must be made 14 days in advance 
Minimum party fee of $350. 
Once fee has been paid they are non-refundable  
Parties can be cancelled up until 7 days prior and  
remaining balance will not be required to be paid  
Bookings are not confirmed unless the above terms are  
met

PARTY INCLUSIONS & GUEST REQUIRMENTS
For the duration of the 2 hour party, all guests will be
supervised by The Y's party hosts. All kids under the age
of 5 must be supervised by parents or responsible
person.
The party will include 60 minutes of the chosen activity
and 60 minutes of party games and eating time.
Our party fees do not include decorations these are to
be supplied by the family.
Party areas can be accessed 15 minutes before and
after the party time for set up and pack up.
Party guests are required to be 5 years and above to
participate in activities.
Guests should wear comfortable sports wear (not
dresses or skirts) and closed in footwear (not sandal's or
thongs)
